The kind of adults they will become is determineddargaty land
teachers. Our very best efforts may not be effective if our childrein sseraits of impatience, selfishness and fear.

Children will overlook many of our weaknesses if they know we really love them. They will have confidence in themselyeséf t
raised in an atmosphere of confidence and security.

Since childhood nsinterpretations and fears carry over into adulthood and are often the causes of maladjustments in later life, parents
and teachers should be aware of the general characteristics and needs of boys and girls, and should strive to credieran atmos
condudve to good mental health.

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LOWER SCHOOL HOMEWORK

1 How much time is required on the lower school level?
It has been our experience that the time expended on homework can vary greatly on any grade level
depending on such factors as the maturity of the student and the environment given to studies. The normal
Arul e of thumbo is ten miKindergaeten andifisigrade i tee mirgutesa seeondl e v e |
grade 7 twenty minutes; third grade i thirty minutes; etc.

1 How do parents know what the homework is?
Student homework journals contain daily assignments, weekly tests, special activities, discipline incidents,
and other timely information for parents. Parent signatures daily on homework journals indicate
acknowledgement of, but not necessarily completion of homework assignments. The journals provide a
means of constant communication in our partnering process. Weekly overviews from each class also help
parents to be aware of homework assignments. PLAN a time each day to go over the journal entries and to
sign the journal.

1 How can homework be completed without ruining the family?
I Homework should be done in a proper study area i consider the location, the lighting, the distractions, and
the available supplies.

I Homework must be completed and turned in on time. Schedule homework times rather than trying to
complete homework when nothing else is happening. Begin building good study habits early.

! Children should do homework on their own. The parent encourages a child to be responsible for his own

work. You are thereto buildconf i dence i n your <c¢childés ability to d
work. You can help by breaking an assignment down into smaller pieces, by asking questions, by drilling
fact s, by making suggestions. D ahe éwork, writingltiee artsveers,t h at

improving the project, etc. for your child. Easier is rarely best.

! Honest praise and encouragement build not only good study habits, but also self-esteem. Avoid
comparisons with other si byoumayhbave dbne inschabls 8e spekific lalbut e n ,
what your child is doing correctly i getting started on time, using time wisely, beginning without arguing,
neatness, careful work, etc. Abundant specific praise is especially important to elementary children.

Vo f your child is NOT doing his homewor k, donodt naf
children. Let your child know that you EXPECT homework to be done and the consequences for not doing.
Homework is not an option. Communicate clearly, quietly, but firmly the boundaries.

! Work with the teacher. Dondt hesitate to write a n
via email for a conference or suggestions. Children respond more consistently and favorably when home
and school are one team.

1 What is the value of homework?
Homework is repetition, drill, remediation, review, and working on long and short range projects or reports. It
is an essential part of the educational process. Homework affects achievement in school. The most
important thing parents must decide is T How important is homework? Homework ultimately should not
compete with sports, music lessons, Scouts, dance, etc. Yes, a child should be well rounded and participate
in extracurricular activities, but not at the expense of homework. Most students will not attend college based
on their dance, sports, Scout, or other activities, but on their academic performance.

You, the parent, are the key. Take a daily
children to their room to do homework. Help the family prioritize homework
integrated with other family activities. If homework is important to you, it will be to

your child.



BIBLE MEMORIZATION
