 SUBJECTS AND GENERAL INFORMATION  

 
 
BIBLE : Verses will be memorized weekly.  Tests will be administered on Friday.  Verses will be memorized 

from the NIV (New International Version) for uniformity purposes. 

 

READING :   Grades are based on a variety of skills including comprehension, vocabulary, and word analysis. 

 

SPELLING :    Quizzes and/or tests are given weekly in spelling. 

 
PENMANSHIP: : Grading  is based on correct formation of letters, slant, alignment, neatness and correct 

spacing.  Writing grades may come from any written paper ï class work and/or homework papers. 

 

LANGUAGE : Tests are approximately every two weeks.  Quizzes are given at review periods.  Language rules will 

be memorized. 

 

SCIENCE: Experiments or demonstrations will be a part of classes.  Periodically your child will be expected to do 

short scientific investigations.  Science is taught first semester. 

 

MATH : Drill, drill, drill - addition, subtraction, multiplication and division facts all year long is done.  Daily 

speed drills are given and graded in addition to weekly tests on the material covered.   
 

HISTORY : Children will be expected to memorize the 50 states and capitals.  Tests are given at the end of each 

unit.  Daily grades and quizzes are given periodically.  (History is taught second semester.) 

 

P.E.:  There will be several days a week that the students will be having P.E.  Students need to wear tennis or 

 athletic type shoes.  Girls should wear shorts under their jumpers. 

 

ART :  The students have art weekly.  Special materials may be needed and you will be informed as that need 

 arises. 

 

SPANISH: Students are taught Spanish once a week. 

 
MUSIC:  Students are taught music once a week. 

 

COMPUTER:  All students go to the computer lab once a week for instruction. 

 

LATE WORK :  All work should be completed in a timely manner.  Late work will drop one letter grade per day.  Late 

work will also affect a students Work and Study Habits report card grade. 

 

BIRTHDAYS :  Birthdays may be observed by sending in ñgoodiesò to honor the special occasion.  A day or two 

advance notice to the teacher is recommended.   Please do not send any type of invitations to school 

unless every child in the classroom will receive one; otherwise, invitations should be mailed. 

 
SNACK TIME:     Each morning there is healthy snack time.  Snack should be in separate containers from 

lunches.  All snacks should be ñfingerò foods that need no utensils to be eaten.  Bottled water 

is allowed for snacks.  Items that might be healthy ñsnackò are: fruit, carrots, celery, cheese 

and crackers, peanuts...no chips, cookies, candy, or other items where sugar is a leading 

ingredient. 

 

 



 BAS IC CHARACTERISTICS OF A THIRD GRADER  
 
 

At this age, the child is usually changing from having little social awareness to a growing ability to make social 

responses.  He may continue to hit, tease, and punch for the fun of it, but such behavior normally disappears and more 

approved responses become increasingly habitual. 
 

The eight-year old is pretty serious about himself, impressed with his own ability to imitate grown-up behavior, and 

likes to take responsibility.  He needs a very careful balance between adult guidance and independent action.  Children 
do not want suggestions or answers that turn out to be "lessons".

LOWER SCHOOL HOMEWORK  

 

¶ How much time is required on the lower school level?  
It has been our experience that the time expended on homework can vary greatly on any grade level 
depending on such factors as the maturity of the student and the environment given to studies.  The 
normal ñrule of thumbò is ten minutes times the grade level ï Kindergarten and first grade ï ten 
minutes; second grade ï twenty minutes; third grade ï thirty minutes; etc. 
 

¶ How do parents know what the homework is? 
Student homework journals contain daily assignments, weekly tests, special activities, discipline 
incidents, and other timely information for parents.  Parent signatures daily on homework journals 
indicate acknowledgement of, but not necessarily completion of homework assignments.  The 
journals provide a means of constant communication in our partnering process.  Weekly overviews 
from each class also help parents to be aware of homework assignments.  PLAN a time each day to 
go over the journal entries and to sign the journal. 
 

¶ How can homework be completed without ruining the family? 
!Homework should be done in a proper study area ï consider the location, the lighting, the 
distractions, and the available supplies. 
 

!Homework must be completed and turned in on time.  Schedule homework times rather than 
trying to complete homework when nothing else is happening.  Begin building good study habits 
early. 
 

!Children should do homework on their own.   The parent encourages a child to be responsible for 
his own work.  You are there to build confidence in your childôs ability to do the work, but the child 
needs to do the work.  You can help by breaking an assignment down into smaller pieces, by asking 
questions, by drilling facts, by making suggestions.  Donôt yield to that temptation of doing the work, 
writing the answers, improving the project, etc. for your child.  Easier is rarely best. 
 

!Honest praise and encouragement build not only good study habits, but also self-esteem.  Avoid 
comparisons with other siblings, friendsô children, or what you may have done in school.  Be specific 
about what your child is doing correctly ï getting started on time, using time wisely, beginning 
without arguing, neatness, careful work, etc.  Abundant specific praise is especially important to 
elementary children.   
 

!If your child is NOT doing his homework, donôt nag.  It doesnôt work with adults, husband/wives, or 
children.  Let your child know that you EXPECT homework to be done and the consequences for not 
doing.  Homework is not an option.  Communicate clearly, quietly, but firmly the boundaries. 
 

!Work with the teacher.  Donôt hesitate to write a note on the journal, call the office, or contact the 
teacher via email for a conference or suggestions.  Children respond more consistently and 
favorably when home and school are one team. 
 

¶ What is the value of homework? 
Homework is repetition, drill, remediation, review, and working on long and short range projects or 
reports.  It is an essential part of the educational process.  Homework affects achievement in school.  
The most important thing parents must decide is ï How important is homework?  Homework 
ultimately should not compete with sports, music lessons, Scouts, dance, etc.  Yes, a child should 
be well rounded and participate in extracurricular activities, but not at the expense of homework.  
Most students will not attend college based on their dance, sports, Scout, or other activities, but on 
their academic performance.   
 

You, the parent, are the key.  Take a daily interest in homework.  Donôt just 
send children to their room to do homework.  Help the family prioritize 
homework integrated with other family activities.  If homework is important to 
you, it will be to your child.

PARENT INVOLVEMENT  

 
You are needed!  Some parents may feel that because they are "paying" TMA to educate their 

child, they, as parents, have involved themselves sufficiently in the educational process.  As in 

anything in life, your return is in proportion to your input (Luke 6:38).  Research has shown that the 

more a parent is actively involved in a childôs education, the greater the achievement by the 

student.  Therefore, if a parentôs involvement is only monetary in nature, then the child may only 

benefit marginally. 

 

How can you communicate to your child that you are actively interested in his education?  Two 

avenues are available at TMA.  One - you might consider volunteering in any of a variety of 

opportunities demonstrating an active interest and involvement in your childôs spiritual and 

academic activities and progress. A second way is home involvement ï not doing the work for a 

child, but consistent, deliberate interest in a childôs homework, ideas, and reading.  Regardless of 

the lower school grade, continue to read to your child.  Let your child see you read.  Actions speak 

louder than words.  Turn off the TV and electronic games and each month have a family ñreading 

and sharingò night! 

 

TMA values your input and availability.  In order to provide those "extras," YOU are needed.  The 

following pages describe a number of choices available.  Read them carefully and consider not only 

what TMA can do for your child, but what you can do for the children at TMA.

children  with academic struggles, being an extra pair of hands as needed. 
 Time Involvement:  One or more hours a week.

 Activities:  Design and put up classroom and hallway bulletin boards. 

 Time Involvement: As needed. 
 

BUS DRIVER  

Activities:  Drivers for field trips are always necessary.  Training and certification by the state 

are    required as well as background checks and drug testing.   For more details contact 

the    office. 

Time Involvement: As needed. 
 

CENTERS/ARTS AND CRAFTS 

 Activities:  Help with classrooms centers and/or arts and crafts for various seasonal activities. 

 Time Involvement: As needed. 
 

COACHES/TEAM MOMS  
 Activities:  Coach teams during extracurricular athletic events.  Team moms attend practices  

    and organize team refreshments.  Drug testing and background checks are required  

    for coaches, 

Time Involvement: One practice and one game each week normally. 
 

LUNCHROOM  
 Activities:  Be available to help in the lunchroom in the distribution of food items and to help  

    with the  students. 

  Time Involvement: Flexible scheduling working with the lunch coordinator. 
 

MATH SUPERSTARS 
  Activities:  Teach a special already prepared math lesson in your childôs class.  

 Time Involvement: Once a week - approximately one hour. 
 

ROOM  MOMS  
 Activities:  Coordinate various activities in your child's classroom - parties, special projects, 

trips,    etc.  You would work with and under the direction of the teacher. 

 Time Involvement: Varies with season and needs 
 

STORY TIME  
 Activities:  Read to one or more classes at a scheduled time for 15-20 minutes. 

Time Involvement: One or more times a week as your schedule dictates.

LOWER SCHO OL COACHING CRITERIA  

 

During the course of the school year, The Masterôs Academy will be involved with various extracurricular 
athletic activities through ACYS, leagues, and intramurals.  It is the goal of TMA to provide a quality lower 

school athletic program for your children.  Athletics provide an outlet for the student to develop physically, 

emotionally, and spiritually. 

Parent volunteers coach students.  Parents donôt need to know everything about the particular sport in order 

to coach.  We are looking for parents who have willing hearts, love the Lord, will be good role models, and 

want to work with children.  Coaches need drug testing and background checks. 

 
The Masterôs Academyôs emphasis is not on winning, but on building character in children through athletic 

involvements.  Coaches will be expected to lead by example and will emphasize fair play, good 

sportsmanship, and cooperation.  We want to stay away from the ñwinning at all costsò philosophy and 
encourage hard work and fair play.  We want our students to give their best effort regardless of the score.  

We desire that students and parents interact in a positive fashion with TMA players and parents and with the 

opposing schoolôs students and parents. 
 

The coach will be responsible for: 

1. holding at least one practice a week after school. 

2. working under the authority of and closely with the lower school athletic director with 
scheduling, equipment, and discipline. 

3. working closely with the team mom and her related duties. 

4. arriving 15-30 minutes before practices and games, and not leaving until all team members 
have either left, are in after school, or are under adult supervision  

5. opening and closing practices and games with prayer. 

6. leading devotions for the players before practices. 

7. keeping attendance records up-to-date for each player at games and practices.  Attendance 
forms will be given to coaches by the athletic director, which will be returned to the athletic 

director at the conclusion of a season. 

8. supervising changing to practice clothes. 
9. supervising practices. 

10. making sure all equipment is put away at the conclusion of games and practices, and 

facilities used are left clean and orderly. 

11. notifying team members of practices and game schedules and changes to schedules. 
 

Every student who attends practice sessions will be guaranteed playing time.  Students who do not attend 

practices for excused and unexcused reasons are not guaranteed playing time. 

 

Awards are presented to players at the end of each semester.  Awards for players received by coaches prior 

to this evening should be given to the athletic director to keep until the awards evening.  Students who do 
not play for an entire season and do not participate in 75% of games and practices will not receive an award. 

 

Team rosters are limited in number.  Once a roster is filled, those 

registering late will be put on a waiting list to determine whether there will 
be enough students to form another team.  Should additional teams be 

formed, players will be evenly assigned among the teams.  Teams 

will be formed, though, only when there are available coaches and team 
moms.

When:  Monday ï Friday from 3:00 p.m. - 6:00 p.m.   

  There is NO after school provision for early dismissal days. 
 

Cost:  In addition to the weekly and daily rates, there are: 

 1. Late pick-up charges:  Any student not picked up by 6:00 p.m. will be  

  charged $20.00 for any portion of the first 15 minutes and $5.00 for each five 

  minute period/portion thereafter. 

 2. Extracurricular activities:  Students waiting for sportsô practices will not be  

charged while waiting for the practice to begin.  However, siblings waiting in 

after school during the practice time will be charged accordingly.  Siblings 

must be in after school and cannot go with the sibling to the practice. 

Students not picked up from practice within the designated time will be taken 

to after school and parents charged the daily rate.  No children should be left 

without adult supervision. 

 

When you know your child will need to remain in after school and is not a regular after school 

student, put a note in the homework journal or call the school office (407-706-2221) by 2:30 p.m.
